SAFETY BOATS
Since 1992 we have supplied and operated Safety boats for major marine construction projects, also coastal and inland waterways civil engineering projects. Anywhere a safety boat or work boat is required where personnel are working over, on or under water. Projects have included Meteorological mast installation, lifeboat house construction, dock construction, pier construction, ferry terminals, bridge refurbishment and construction, flood defence projects, estuary beacon maintenance, land reclamation, piling and weir construction. 
We supply Safety boats from 4 to 14 metres in length, commercial spec heavy duty inflatable rescue boats, and commercial spec heavy duty rigid hull inflatables with Jason’s cradle floating stretchers EPIRB’s and full emergency response equipment and safety equipment to M.C.A. coding to suit the area of operation with or without crew.
WORK BOATS

For safe working platforms and crew movements on the water we have a range of Cathedral hull workboats, flat bottomed unsinkable aluminium assault craft, different size / layout commercial spec rigid hull inflatable Boats (Rib’s) also lightweight heavy duty inflatable work boats. We have a range of outboards including electric, 2 stroke and 4 stroke from 4 to 60 hp on our boats up to 6m, both tiller handle and helm steering. These can be hired for short periods or for long-term contracts at very competitive prices, delivered to the site at cost with all necessary safety equipment, ready to work with or without crew. We can also provide RYA instruction for nominated persons.
SURVEY VESSELS

We operate our own survey vessels up to Cat.2 that can be based in any U.K. or European port, our vessels are fast, meaning less time steaming and more survey miles per day, we can also supply Skippers and crew for operating survey companies own vessels any where be it Barrow Bournemouth or Blakeney. We have done all types of survey work including bird surveys, Bathymetric, water sampling, grab sampling, drop down video and fishing gear. Kirkspray is very popular due to its speed to site, spacious comfortable facilities and impeccable sea keeping.
CREW TRANSFER

Our larger vessels are all MCA Coded, up to 60nm from safe haven day or night, where we assist in the offshore construction industry. Our core work is crew transfer from ships, piling barges, drilling rigs wind turbines and other fixed installations to and from the shore delivering personnel and equipment from smaller ports and havens to site quickly. (Our slowest CTV is 35 knots) We also provide a standby service where a smaller rescue or work boat is required to support a larger vessel. 
SKIPPER AND CREW HIRE

We can supply skippers and crew who are commercially qualified to Yachtmaster standard with all current certificates including 1st aid, sea survival VHF etc for clients own vessels. Our skippers include 4 ex military (Navy / Marines), 4 current RNLI and 7 RYA power boat instructors with a whole range of specialist skills, experienced in everything from survey work to security work and are drawn from across the country.
MARINE CONSTRUCTION and PLANT, EQUIPMENT
We have a 150cfm diesel compressor, Argocat 8 wheel drive amphibious vehicle, diesel welder generators, sand blasting and spraying equipment, airlifts, lifting bags from 0.5 to 1.5 tonne and all general construction tools and associated equipment that can be mobilized anywhere in the country at short notice aboard our 18 knot landing craft ‘Shifter’ and is coded for 20nm from safe haven day or night. This set up is particularly useful in shallow waters and on sites where there is little or no access from the land, Estuary beacons, training walls Piers etc as Shifter can be anchored or beached near the high water mark and worked from as a fully contained base providing a blasting welding and coating service. It can also carry a tracked vehicle aboard. We work closely with piling companies and have many years of experience in this field.
SPORT SUPPORT
Jon has skippered the lead Rib in the 2nd trans Atlantic windsurf race and was involved in training the winning South African team in the last ever Camel trophy. We have supplied the safety boat for a successful round Britain windsurf attempt, As well as supplying safety boats and skippers for many prestigious on water sporting events we also support solo attempts and have been involved in 3 world records.
